One of the following prayers or another prayer might be prayed for this church on each of the 50 days
leading up to the assembly, beginning on June 29, 2009:

O God, you open the hearts of your faithful people by sending into us the light of the Holy Spirit.
Direct the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America by the light of that Spirit,

that we might have a right judgment in all things

and rejoice at all times in your peace;

through Jesus Christ, your Son, our Lord.

Gracious Father, we pray for your holy catholic church.

Fill it with all truth and peace.

Almighty God, grant to your Church your Holy Spirit

and the wisdom which comes down from heaven,

that your Word may not be bound but have free course

and be preached to the joy and edifying of Christ’s holy people,
that in steadfast faith we may serve you

and in the confession of your name may abide to the end;
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

e As | hear these texts, what would | be concerned about or what person or situation might | see
differently than I do now?

Conclude with the prayer listed for that week, which will also be used at the assembly, or another prayer.
If you are in a group, consider singing the reflection hymn or another song together.
