· The average award has been $500.

ELIGIBILITY AND GUIDELINES
The applicant must:
· be a citizen of the United States of America. 

· hold membership in the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America. 

· have at least a bachelor’s degree.

· provide the following: 

· records of any academic or professional courses taken since being awarded a 
bachelor’s degree;
· examples of being a decision maker; and 

· evidence of ability and willingness to study.

Additional Scholarship Committee Considerations

· Involvement in Women of the ELCA.
Recipient Commitment

· Women of the ELCA must be notified in writing of any change in education plans. 

· Scholarship funds must be used within the academic year following the award. 

· Scholarship funds must be returned if the educational program is canceled, or if it is terminated by the recipient’s personal decision. 

· If requested, recipient will be interviewed for Women of the ELCA print and/or electronic media.

Please Note

· Maximum amount awarded to any scholarship recipient is $1,000. 

· Recipient is eligible to reapply and receive assistance for a maximum of two years. 
· Women of the ELCA reserves the right to not award scholarships in any given year.
